PREPARE FOR RACE DAY

If you chose to have your race pack delivered to you,
these will be posted out approximately 1 week before
race day.  Your pack includes your race number with

timing chip attached to the back, and essential
information.

 PLEASE NOTE: There will be NO collections on race
day, so please remember to bring it with you and look

after your race number on the day!

If you lose or forget your race bib, a limited number of
replacements will be available by request ONLY. Please

notify a member of the team upon arrival and we will
do our best to help you. Replacement bibs cost £10

(cash only). 

Your timing chip activates when you cross the start
line, so there’s no need to worry if others start ahead

of you!

DON’T BE A RISKY RUNNER
You must never wear someone else’s race number. By doing this you are putting

yourself and others at risk. If you do so, you will be disqualified, reported to Welsh
Athletics and will not receive a finishing time or certificate.

Please complete the medical details on the back of your race number. If you have a
medical condition we should know about, mark the front of your number with a red

X.

If you need medical help during the race, stop and alert the nearest racemaker or
ask another runner to do so. St John Ambulance will be on site, with medical

support along the course and at the finish.

If you cannot or choose not to continue, move to the left-hand side of the road and
show your race number to a crew member, who will assist you back to the event

village. In this case, you will not receive a time, certificate, medal or finish goodies.
Please don’t take risks with your health — if you feel unwell, do not attend. There

will always be another race.

By Car: If you’re travelling by car, please ensure you plan your journey
to and from the event, and car share if possible. To avoid delays,
please account for traffic when heading in and be aware there may be
congestion upon entering Pembrey Country Park. The post code for
the Park is (SA16 0EJ).

By Train: If you’re arriving by train, Llanelli station is on Great Western
Crescent and is a 20 minute taxi ride to Pembrey Country Park (SA16
0EJ). 

Parking: The start and finish of the Great Welsh Marathon Event (all
distances) are inside Pembrey Country Park (SA16 0EJ). There is
parking available on site. You are required to pay for your parking via
the pay stations on site situated: Beach Entrance, Ski & Activity Centre
& Log Cabin before you exit the park. 

Pay stations are clearly marked and will accept card and cash
payments. Alternatively, you can pay in advance using the Pembrey
Country Park website HERE.
